Seedlings has an inviting and friendly atmosphere which is
filled with fun and adventure.

Seedlings staff encourage independ  ence and confidence so that
pupils gain the skills to enable them to flourish  throughout their
school journey.




Pupils are encouraged to  join in with group activities, story time and
par -take in basic self -registration. We follow a routine which is set to
allow each child to choose their own activities and develop at their

own speed, we recognise that pupils learn in diff erent ways and
provide a wide selection of activities to accommodate this

Toilets are located off the main room, enabling pupils to take
themselves off with a member of staff close by to support with
accidents and general care. Staff encourage pupils to use the low
level toilets during their time in this room, ready for the transfer to
school.

Pupils have access to the garden area, which encourages a free
flow environment for indoor and outdoor play, at certain points
during the day.




There is a role play area which changes on a regular basis to
encourage pupils to play and act as differentc  haracters in various
different situations.

In our Maths area, we have a variety of tools and apparatus , such
as tape measures, shapes, countin g blocks, cal culators, ruler plus
many more that will enhance learning and discussion s amongst

pupils.




We have a range of creative equipment that the pupils are free to
access throughout the day, such as sand, water, arts and crafts
and pupils enjoy messy play .

We have i -pads for all pupils and an interactive = smart screen which
supports a fun way for pupils to develop their IT skills. We do this by
using a range of software and programmes specifically catering to

their abilities. We also provide p rogrammable toys for the  pupils to
play with and experiment with during the course of their day.
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There isa designated mark making area, where the pupils are able
to add meanings to marks through drawing, writing their name or
letters. This table incorp orates the use of stencils, pens, pencils and

a variety of other mark making tools. They have access to this table
throughout the whole day encouraging them to develop their own
abilities at their own pace. Mark making is also carried out in other
areas ar ound the room including the sand tray and role play areas.

We have a cosy area, comprising of a sofa, cushions, bean bags
and quiet relaxing music where pupils can relax, take time out,
socialise with their friends or simply read their favourite  book.
